Finance Report: The new fiscal year has started and the summer tax checks have
already started to arrive. We have received about $79,000 already this month.

Old Business: Building & Site: The board discussed the bids for the circle drive
replacement and S. Powers motioned to approve up to $68,000 for Darrow’s/Payne
Dolan to replace the circle drive blacktop and connect to Perot St. S. Staffan support.
Carried.

Also, the roof project has been completed. The windows have been installed and are in
the process of being trimmed. The film has been installed (1% phase), they will be back
in a couple week to complete 2" phase.

New Business:

(a) English Teacher: L. Jackson motion, S. Powers support to hire Hannah
Weber for English and Scott Mills for Math/Science with salary based on education and
years of experience. Carried.

(b) Math/Science Teacher: see above



(c) Building Addition: S. Powers motion to table this discussion pending further
information from architects, S. Staffan support. Carried.

(d) Academic/Retention Bonus: the board discussed test scores with neighboring
districts and giving staff member a bonus. S. Powers motioned to provide an academic
bonus of $1,000 to all staff members for the first payroll of the school year, L. Jackson
support. Carried.

Superintendent’s Report: The old bus 10-1, the backup bus, needed some repairs
totaling $6,000-$7,000. The bus is only worth about $2,000. Decided to scrap that bus
and just go with the 2 new busses we have. Also, the air handler compressor has a
crack in it, Collin Jaggi, a local welder, is going to try to weld it.
